		  Are you doing whatever it takes to rid your “land” of such things?

2 SAMUEL 20-24
	 Absalom’s rebellion is finished (chapters 15-19)
	 David has just put down Sheba’s rebellion that threatened to divide the nation (chapter 20)
	 The kingdom goes to Solomon in 1 Kings 1-2
	 So, chapters 21-24 seem to be an interlude, a collection of inspired vignettes from David’s life
	 God “eulogizes” David through these stories to illustrate what His people should catch …
